Cheshtiyya is the name of a chain of Sufi orders in India. In their opinion, Sharia has priority over
Tarigat. Nizamuddin Olya is one of the elders of this sect in the Ing Indian subcontinent. The principles of
the Chishtiyya sect have a special reflection in its meetings and events, and one can understand its
thoughts and the teachings of the Chishtiyya sect well from the monographs of his meetings. Amir
Hassan Sajzai and Amir Khosro Dehlavi, one of his disciples, have collected the words of their Sheikh
under the title of Fawayed al-Faw’ad, A Afdhal al-Fawayed and Rah Rahat al-Mohebein. With a descriptive,
analytical approach, the article has examlned and analyzed the myst mystical thoughts, moral and theological
teachings of the Sheikh based on these works. The present study shows that Nizamuddin Olya is a mystic
of the Hanafi religion, and from a theological point of view, he follows the Ash'ari school in the
discussion of predestination, free will, and the vision of God. The most central teachings of Nizamuddin
are his great emphasis on adherence to § Sharia. Empha5|s on doing fariz and mustahabat, reciting the

Quran and paying attention to adhar speaks of his adherence to Sharia.

1-Introduction

India has been a suitable envirofinent for the cultivation of Sufi thoughts since ancient times and has
cultivated the principles of Sufismin the form of various schools of thought. One of the most influential
Sufi sects in India is the Chis h sect of Khwajas. This sect, “in addition to prayer, also practiced
fasting. Repentance, piety, self-examination, meditation, and struggle were an essential part of the life
of the Chishtiyyah” (Kaikhay-e-Farzaneh, 1394:101). The Nizamiyah path is one of the branches of this
sect and its founder is Nizamuddin Awliya (725). Khwaja was born in the city of Badayoun in 634 AH.
He spent his life cultivating disciples. Among his disciples, Amir Hassan Sajzai and Amir Khusraw
Dehlavi have a special place. These two recorded the sayings and gatherings of the Sheikh in the form
of works and, according to the established tradition in the field of mystical literature, published their
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works under the name "Malfuzat". Amir Khosrow Dehlavi (652-725) recorded the Malfuzat of the
Sheikh in two books "Afzal-ul-Fawaid" and "Rahat-ul-Muhabbin", and Amir Hassan Sajzi (737 AH)
dedicated the book "Fawaid-ul-Fawad" to the gatherings of the Sheikh. In this article, their monographs
became the basis for analyzing the profile of Nizam-ud-Din Awliya. The important issue of the present
research is what issues Nizam-ud-Din's thoughts and ideas contain and how much attention does he pay
to Sharia?

The most central teachings of Nizam al-Din are his strong emphasis on adherence to the Sharia, meaning
that as a disciple, he must perform all the obligatory and recommended and even recommended acts of
the Sharia to the letter. He emphasizes performing obligatory and recommended prayers, fasting, paying
zakat, and reciting the Quran; he asks the path seeker to recite the dhikr in addition to performing them.
He calls on his disciples to complete submission to the elder. Like other Sufis, he considers secrecy,
purification, allegiance, striving to observe, remembrance, listening, the manners of wearing the robe,
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the relationship between the disciple and the disciple, and love to be among the customs and traditions
of the path. The positions that Khwaja lists are repentance, asceticism, and renunciation of the world,
patience, fear and hope, trust, submission, and contentment. He considers immersion in the
remembrance of the truth possible through purification of the soul. He speaks of the difficulties of the
path and believes that externalism, anger and lust, striving, laughter, slander, and false oaths are
obstacles to the path. Among other topics raised, one can mention the ethical and social concepts that
are always considered in the path and that the seeker is obliged to observe. From a social perspective,
all divine creatures are worthy of love. Khwaja encourages his disciples to be affectionate and friendly,
humble, and give charity. J
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
